Dear Residents, 

 

I want to take a moment to address a couple fears that pop up this time of year.  The first is a fear that 
our maintenance staff turns off the water of residents during the summer.  This is not true.  We have 
never engaged in doing so.  The only exception to this would be if a resident left a hose running (which 
is irresponsible), or there was a break in a line.  We make every effort to protect your landscaping in-
cluding contacting you if we encounter a break in one of your irrigation lines or notice dying landscap-
ing so you can be aware of the problem and take corrective steps to fix them.  It is common for irriga-
tion lines to clog and a good drip emitter system and having someone look after your system during 
the summer is excellent protection for your landscaping.  Also be sure to have updated contact infor-
mation in our system so we can contact you in the event of a problem. 

 

The second fear is that we will remove your trees and vegetation this summer once you leave.  This is 
not true.  We have never engaged in removing resident trees and vegetation without their knowledge 
and then, only because of utility, safety, or other relevant issues.  Regarding the resorts trees and vege-
tation, we have a 2 year old policy that we contact those affected when even our trees need removal.

Drip irrigation is the most efficient method of irrigating.  Drip irrigation exceeds 90 percent efficiency whereas sprin-
kler systems are 50 to 70 percent efficient. What that means is much less wasted water! For this reason drip is the 
preferred method of irrigation in the desert regions of the United States. But drip irrigation has other benefits which 
make it useful almost anywhere. It is easy to install, easy to design, can be very inexpensive, and can reduce disease 
problems associated with high levels of moisture on some plants.  

 
Drip irrigation works by applying water slowly, directly to the soil, bloop, bleep, bloop. The high efficiency of drip irriga tion re-

sults from two primary factors. The first is that the water soaks into the soil before it can evaporate or run off. The second is that 

the water is only applied where it is needed, (at the plant's roots) rather than sprayed everywhere.  Drip systems are simple and 

pretty forgiving of errors in design and installation.    

The chart below outlines the number and capacity of emitters (in gallons per hour) required for various types of plantings 

throughout a yard. Ranges are provided in certain cases because no two soils are alike. In those cases, choose the higher number 

for light soil that drains rapidly and the lower number for dense soil that retains moisture.  

 

There are many different emitters on the market, varying in output rate as well as in shape, size, and internal mechanism. Most 

types dispense 1/2, 1, or 2 gallons per hour (gph). Emitters are color-coded by water output; the tubing delivering the water al-

ways goes into the colored side. Unlike sprinkler heads, emitters with different output rates can be used in a single circuit to ac-

commodate different plants' watering needs.

Simple Drip Irrigation Installation  
 

Follow the simple steps below to installing a drip irrigation system.  From any existing bubbler head, you can convert eas-

ily to a drip (mirco) irrigation system by installing a riser or conversion manifold onto ıò tubing and finally, an emitter.  If  

you have questions or require help, or you have special circumstances regarding your landscaping, please contact the as-

sistant manager. 

 

 1. To install, remove existing irrigation heads (bubblers) and screw in conversion manifold or riser in their place accord-

ing to guide on opposite page. On older bubbler systems you may need to add Teflon tape around the top of the 

pipe to ensure a drip free seal.  

 2. Next, cut a length of ıò hose needed to reach conversion manifold or riser to roots or dripline of shrub or tree. 

 3. Attach length of ıò hose to conversion manifold or riser and emitter by pressing both ends into ıò hose tightly. 

 4. Station emitter at root or dripline of shrub or tree.  If necessary, stake to ground.  

 5. Repeat for each shrub or tree.  Using a multi-station conversion manifold, you may run multiple hoses with emitters 

from one base to 4 or more shrubs and trees. 

 6. Program your sprinkler system using the chart on page 1 to ensure proper watering for your plants. 

 7. When leaving for summer (April), set you timeclock to water 7 days/week for 1 hour.  When returning in fall (October), 

reset your time clock to water for 3 days/week for 1 hour.  If it rains, you may cancel watering for up to 2 weeks to 1 month 

in winter.

 Summer departure checklist 
 

Below are steps you may take in securing 
your home for the summer months.  

 

 

 

  Unplug all electronic and electrical appliances ie tv, vcr, toasters, dryer, washer,  refrigerator, water 
heater.  Most plugged in appliances use electricity weather they are running or not. 

 

 

  
The refrigerator and freezer should be cleaned thoroughly and their doors propped open, the better to forestall mold and 
mildew (which like to grow in the dark) and their odors, which may transfer to the refrigeratorôs plastic parts. 

 

 

  
Guard against insects and rodents . Wash kitchen trash containers and put away soap, sponges, candles and other 
possible sources of food for vermin. Spray a long-lasting insecticide along baseboards and under the sink. Place insect 
traps under the sink and on kitchen counters and use chemical rodent deterrents under the sink and in the garage, too 

 

 

  

Turn off propane (park models).  Turn off natural gas (manufactured homes only).  

 

 

  

Turn off your hot water heater.  

 

 

  Turn off water inside home.   Keep in mind that any water leaks which develop while you are away could run up the 
resorts water bill significantly, and could also cause massive damage. This is especially true of a popped washing machine 
supply hose. Once these things burst, there is nothing to hold back the large stream of water which will start to flow. Turn-
ing off the water at the main is the best way to guard against such leaks (but donôt turn off your irrigation line.) 

 

 

  

Cover toilet seats with saran wrap (prevents evaporation). 

 

 

  
Set irrigation time for summer watering schedule .  Ovoid overwatering which causes mold growth and rotting.  
Installing a drip irrigation system allows you to measure how much water each tree or shrub is receiving.  Having a 
neighbor look after your landscaping, or hiring a professional, is a good way to protect your investment. 

 

 

  
Leave nothing outdoors that can be blown about by a strong wind . If possible, cut tree limbs and branches that 
overhang the houseðthey offer rodents easy access to the homeôs roof and eaves from which they have easier access to a 
home. 



 

 
 

  Trim shrubbery so doors and windows are not blocked from view (better security).   Make sure weeds and 
brush do not grow up making your home look abandon. 

 

 

  
Make sure that your insurance coverage is adequate for being absent during summer.  Due to the increased 
potential for something to go wrong (e.g., burst water pipes, etc.), insurance companies can be tough on requirements. 
Ask about special requirements for vacation homes and for homes vacant due to traveling or snowbirding elsewhere. 

 

 

  
Make it look like someone is home . Use timers on your indoor and outdoor lights to give the  im-
pression someone is at home. It's best if the timers turn the indoor lights on and off in a random manner.  

 

 

  

Make sure all windows and doors are locked . 

 

 

  

Inform a trusted neighbor you are leaving and ask them to keep an eye on your house 

 

 

  

Take small valuables with you  

 

 

  
Forward or cancel your mail and newspaper while you're away , or have a neighbor pick them up daily. Don't 
let them pile up on your porch.
