MONTHLY OVERVIEW: What did you say?  
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Please Don't Feed the 
Ducks  

Feeding ducks is tempting. 
You have an old loaf of bread, 
it's a nice day for a walk, and 
the ducks seem so eager for food. Feeding 
ducks and geese has been a pastime for gener-
at ions, but  the more we learn about  wild water-
fowl, the more we realize how detrimental 
feeding them is.  

Feeding bread to ducks and geese is the 
equivalent of feeding your child nothing but 
candy. Ducks and geese like bread, and will 
clamor for it much like a child will ask for can-
dy. But bread has no nutritional value for wa-
terfowl, it fills their stomachs up so that they 
do not eat the foods they need in order to re-
main healthy. Birds without proper nutrition 
will quickly succumb to disease and death.  

Nutrition is not the only reason we shouldn't 
feed wild ducks and geese. Feeding wildlife 
causes many problems, for the ducks and for 
the environment as well. Here are just a few of 
them:  

Overcrowding.  Where birds are fed, more 
birds will come, usually leading to a crowded 
situation. More birds mean more droppings. 
Excess feces cause water pollution, create an 
unsanitary environment for human recreation, 
and lead to the spread of disease in the bird 
population.  

Disease.  Many avian diseases have been at-
tributed to duck feeding. There are document-
ed cases of waterfowl dying from enteritis, as-
pergillosis, and avian botulism, all due to ex-
cess food left floating in the water. These dis-
eases spread quickly throughout populations 
due to the overcrowded situations that feeding 
waterfowl causes.  

Aggression.  Ducks and geese, although accli-
mated to humans, are still wild animals and 
thus unpredictable. Many ducks and geese that 
get used to humans will become aggressive to-
ward humans and toward each other.

Be Safe Out There!  
Commander Dan from the DHS Police De-

partment offers these words of advice about 
what to do when youõre approached by pan-
handlers:  

First thing, before you leave or enter a store, put 
your wallet away. Having your wallet or pocket book 
out in your hand is an open invitation for not only 
panhandlers but thieves. And always be aware of 
your surroundings. If you ever donõt feel comforta-
ble walking from a store or restaurant out to your 
car, ask one of the employees inside to escort you 
out. Iõm certain 99% of the time they will gladly 
oblige. If they donõt, call us and weõll respond to help 
you. If you are walking in a parking lot and someone 
asks you for money, you might say something as 
simple as, òNo, but have a good day,ó or, òIõm sorry.ó 
Of course you should use your judgment and never 
engage with someone if they are aggressive or ap-
pear dangerous, and donõt go off the beaten path 
with someone or put yourself in danger. You should 
also be aware that the response you receive may not 
always be positive. But if someone approaches you 
politely, you should at least acknowledge them. I 
wouldnõt suggest you NEVER give the panhandlers 
money, but look at it this way. If you give them mon-
ey once, and they see you the next time, guess what. 
Youõre going to get hit up again. And others in the 
area will see that you give out money and they will 
approach you as well.  

Most experts say charity is best served by giving to 
a legitimate nonprofit agency. You donõt know where 
the money is going once you give it to a panhandler; 
and it often doesnõt buy what you would hope it 
would buy. Finally, if you are treated aggressively, 
please give us a call so we can come out and deal 
with the problem. We have an ordinance in this city 
against aggressive panhandling, and we enforce it.

From The Senior Moment , Nov. 2011  
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Big Morongo Canyon Preserve  
Nestled among the Little San Bernardino Mountains, 

the desert oasis at Big Morongo Canyon is one of the 
10 largest cottonwood and willow riparian (stream) 
habitats in California.  The upstream end of the can-
yon lies in the Mojave Desert, while its downstream 
portion opens into the Colorado Desert.  

The Morongo fault running through the canyon 
causes water draining from the surrounding moun-
tains to form Big Morongo Creek and the marsh habi-
tat.  

The Preserve is managed by the Bureau of Land 
Management to protect rare and endangered wildlife, 
enhance sensitive riparian zones, promote the growth 
and restoration of a wide variety of plants, and offer 
educational opportunities.  There are numerous trails 
to walk and hike, including a wheelchair -accessible 
boardwalk through the marsh and riparian habitats.  

The Preserve begins about one -half mile southeast 
of the town of Morongo Valley in the Little San Bernar-
dino Mountains and opens at the bottom of Big 
Morongo Canyon into the west end of the Coachella 
Valley northwest of Desert Hot Springs. Elevations on 
the Preserve range from 600 feet on the canyon floor 

to over 3000 feet at the ridge-
tops.    Several trails, including board-
walks through the marsh and stream 
habitats, meander through the Preserve.   The one -
half mile Marsh Trail is wheelchair -accessible.  

The Preserve is open daily throughout the year ñ
from 7:30 am to sunset ñbut the ideal months to 
visit are in the fall, winter, and spring seasons. Ad-
mission is free but donations are welcomed.  All 
trails begin at the kiosk by the parking lot.   Visitors 
may choose from a number of trails ranging from 
three -tenths of a mile to an 11 -mile round trip hike 
through Big Morongo Canyon.   Hiking is permitted 
only on designated trails.  Trail maps, trail guides for 
self -guided walks, information brochures, picnic 
facilities, and restroom facilities are available at the 
Preserve. 

Directions: Take State Highway 62 to Morongo 
Valley. Turn east on East Drive. Continue one block 
to Preserve sign on left, 11055 East Drive. Turn left 
into Preserve. Parking lot is at the end of the lane.

No one likes too much bureaucracy but 
these permits are necessary to ensure a high 
standard, compliance with Riverside County 
regulations, and to protect the enjoyment and 
investment of all residents. Once these forms 
are approved by me, you will be issued a resort 
permit which must be prominently displayed 
in a front window.  

If you need any help with these forms, please 
feel free to contact me in the Front Office or at 
760 -219 -2900 and I will be more than willing to 
help you in any way I can. We strive to make 
such planning or procedures as simple as 
possible for our residents.
